 Motion to approve the endorsement of the Conceptual Plan for State 
 Route 74 North Corridor was made by Councilman Dial, seconded by 
 Councilwoman Caldwell. When called for a vote it was split 2-2 with 
 Councilman Young and Councilwoman Furr voting in opposition. 
 Mayor Rehwaldt broke the tie voting in approval.  Motion passed 3-2.  
 
2.   Discussion of Founders Day activities by Jennifer Patton, Recreation 
 Department. 
 
 Motion to adopt Founders Day Proposal Plan A with the following 
 stipulations: Jennifer Patton and Linda Owens are not to do fund 
 raising, add more volunteers to help with other responsibilities, and 
 carryover as seed money $2,424.76 was made by Councilman Dial, 
 seconded by Councilman Young, approved 3-1.  Councilwoman 
 Caldwell voted in opposition.
